Park is so proud of today, the 
Liska Rebbe established his Bais 
Medrash Ateres Tzvi M’Liska in 
1947, infusing all those that he 
encountered with a warmth and 
appreciation for authentic Yid-
dishkeit and contributing to the 
initial growth of Boro Park as a 
makom Torah v’Chassidus.

In light of the Rebbe’s pass-
ing at the young age of 52, the 
seudas yahrtzeit will serve as 
a reminder of this remarkable 
Rebbe who served as a bridge 
from his illustrious ancestors, 
Admorei Liska, in the post-Holo-
caust era.
